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A word from our Chapter President…               Michel Moreau  
Mes amis,  
 
While on COPA business in Regina recently I had the pleasure to meet a gentleman 
that most of you, I assume, know of through his regular articles published in the  
COPA magazine since the early 70’s:  Rem Walker.  
 
For nearly 40 years Rem has been the voice of EAA and of the homebuilding 
community in the magazine. Many of us have read with interest his technical articles, 
regulatory information or simply news from th e various Canadian EAA Chapters.  
 
In the background, Rem as a member of the Canadian EAA Council for twenty years 
has taken an active part in the lobbying of Transport Canada to move the limits 
imposed to homebuilding. Quite a progress ion  since the days wh en homebuilt 
airplanes were limited to 1250lbs gross weight reminded me Rem. Now IFR, aerobatics 
and even jets are accepted in our category.  
 
Among other things , Rem maintains and ships on request to builders the “Info -To-Go 
Builders’ Handbook”, a must to  complete a project successfully. He also ships on 
request the EAA/FAA Flight Test Manual. Over the years he has shipped hundreds of 
these which he had to ma nually reproduce, collate, bind , package and mail.  
 
Rem built one of the first Jodels in Canada. He  completed it in 1963 and flew it for 
1100 hours before donating it to the Western Development Museum in Moose Jaw 
where it is on display. The Museum features also another achievement of Rem Walker, 
a beautiful Gipsy Moth that he rebuilt and flew.  
 
By the way the Moose Jaw museum is devoted to the History of Transportation and is 
very interesting.  
 
More recently Rem has rebuilt a second Gipsy Moth with another gentleman of 
Saskatchewan. He still flies that one regularly. Unfortunately I wasn’t able to see t he 
Gipsy Moth in flight, during our stay in Regina as we had a “wind  and dust  storm” 
with winds reaching 52 knots at one point. A frequen t occurrence apparently on the 
Prairies, the Moth would have been blown away..  
 
Rem really deserves the recognition of the homebuilding community.  
It was an honour for me to shake hand s with him.  
 
On an other topic, I am currently compiling old Chapter Newsletters (back to 1966) 
and reading fascinating stories. It is interesting to find out how the issues have 
changed. In those years the questions that people were asking themselves were: 
Should we have a Chapter project? Should we build a Chapter hangar?.. Also 
fascinating is the number of projects. Forty projects were reported at one time. I would 
really like to know what happened to them.  
More on this subject next month.  
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This month we will try to quickly watch some of Gord’s pictures of the Jabiru 250 that 
we could not watch last month due to technical difficulties, followed by a timely lecture 
by Inspector Bill Evans. Do n’t miss the meeting and be on time, we have a full 
program.

While I have done some we lding 
previously, this was my first formal instruction.  I learned to feed the rod in horizontally, 
rather than stabbing the weld with the rod from above. This little trick alone made a big 
difference in my welding as now I am able to see the exact positio n of the rod. I also tried out of 
position welding i.e. welding upwards for the first time.  We had a large stack of 1/6” steel 
coupons, a big box of rod and some short tubes and we just had at it for 3 hrs on each of the 2 
days. Great fun. We still have s ome rod left, available to members for 50 cents each. Proceeds 
will go to the Chapter and the leftover rod will be donated to our Pitts project, which will need 
a bunch.  
 
A very special thanks has to go to Marc Clement who hosted us and provided his exper tise and 
equipment. We will be providing him with a gift, and it will be  something he is going to l ike – 
Super C ub  blueprints!
