Last Month's Chapter Meeting by Eddy Dumalo

Thanks are extended to our last Guest Speaker Nick Wolochatiuk, free lance
photographer and writer and to his friend Eric who helped him with the set-ups. Prior
to his presentation, Nancy Battet representing the Centre of Educational Excellence of
the Lester B. Pearson School Board and the prime mover of the Space Day Event,
spoke to us. She gave us a rundown of the Centre’s mission and most particularly of
the then upcoming Space Days at Cedar’s Airport followed by her proffered thanks for
our support. Nick then started his presentation with a session of Trivia Questions
which served as an audience warm-up, and it was fun. He then went on to what
seemed like a Photography 101 Course, wherein he told of different lenses (wide angle,
telescopic.....), film ratings (ASA 125 to 1000), matching shutter speeds with apertures
for various film ratings (attendant graphs were displayed). This was followed by
describing techniques for different angle shots and supported by displaying photos
therefor. The technique, for example, for a head-on shot is not what instinctively
comes to mind. He gets these by flying away from the subjects and not towards them.
Makes sense, much like hopping a freight car - don’t wait for the ladder rung to come
to you but rather try running after it and catching up with it (tales from The Great
Depression). Nick and Eric displayed many hard copies taken of aircraft from all over
the world. There were even photos of J3 and Decathalon large scale models, and the
only thing that gave them away from the real thing was a mock pilot who didn’t quite
look right. We barely got into the slide presentation when the clock foreclosed on us -
perhaps another time. Nick made a generous offer to answer your questions through
wire or a self-addressed envelope.

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Conquering the Channel....un beau geste. by Michel Moreau

To continue the story provided by Eddy Dumalo last month, here is what I found in
« Chronique de l’aviation » and « See them flying ».

Upon reaching Dover, Blériot wired Latham « if you cross today we will share the prize ». But
Latham only made his second attempt two days later.

« Hubert Latham’s second attempt to fly across the English Channel ended disastrously today
(July 27). Almost in the moment of victory his monoplane fluttered down into the sea two
miles beyond the Admiralty pier. Thousands of persons crowding the water front saw the fall
and for nearly half an hour they were in suspense as to the aeronaut’s fate. Latham was not
greatly hurt. »

More about Blériot, in Canada. Last year during the COPA convention in Red Deer I dove to
Drumheller to see the dinosaurs’ museum. En route I saw a road sign pointing to « Blériot
ferry ». I found this odd and wondered if Blériot had also been building ferries. Perhaps a
flying ferry ?

Returning from Drumbheller, I made a detour to find out. I came to a ferry indeed, crossing the
Red Deer river and I inquired to the captain the reason for calling his ferry Blériot. He
informed me that at the beginning of the century, Louis Blériot’s brother had created a
homestead at that very place. The ferry is named after Louis’s brother, not the aviator, but on
the other side of the river I saw a plaque commemorating both the settler and the aviator.

Below are pictures of the Antoinette, Latham’s plane and the Blériot 11.
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The successful Bleriot XI: Flown by M. Louis Bleriot, the model XI was the first aircraft to
cross the English Channel, doing so on 25t July, 1909. The venture nearly ended in disaster
as, in mid channel, the engine began to overheat. Fortunately a provisional rain shower cooled
it just in time. An improved version of this aircraft was used for reconnaissance duties in the
First World War.

The Antoinette: Considered the best of the early monoplanes, the Antoinette was a beautifully
made machine and of modern configuration. An Antoinette just failed to become the first
aeroplane to cross the English Channel when, during the attempt, its engine stopped a few
miles from the coast. Latham, the pilot, ditched safely and was rescued by a destroyer.
