For Michel and I in the Q2, it took us two days to arrive to Oshkosh and two days to come 
back as well, broken up like this:

July 22nd:
Lachute (SE4) – Oshawa (CYOO) 2.2 hrs
Slept there due to very poor weather over all the London ON area. 
July 23rd:
Oshawa (CYOO) - Port Huron (KPHN) 1.9 hrs; Spent here a couple more hours clearing US 
customs and having a quick lunch; 
Port Huron (KPHN) - Lundington (KLDM) 2.0 hrs;
Lundington (KLDM) - Oshkosh(KOSH) 1.6 hrs… Finally in Oshkosh!!

July 27th:
Oshkosh (KOSH) – Escanaba (KESC) 1.7 hrs; 
Escanaba (KESC) - Gore Bay (CYZE) 1.9 hrs;
Gore Bay (CYZE) - Peterborough (CYPQ) 1.9 hrs
July 28th: Peterborough (CYPQ) - Lachute (SE4) 1.4 hrs

We covered 1552.3 NM, flew for 13 hrs 24 mins and burnt 235 l of Avgas.
Average speed 115.8 Kt, average consumption 17.55 l/hr.
